Day 1: Thursday, December 5, 2024 Depart LAX - San Antonio, 

Texas - Tour Begins Welcome to the “American Venice.” Historic 

missions, River Walk restaurants, Spanish architecture and a beautiful 

river centerpiece make this a truly remarkable city. The sights and 

sounds of the holiday celebrations are sure to immerse you in the 

spirit of the season as you stroll along the San Antonio River, 

illuminated by festive decorations. This evening, get to know your 

fellow travelers at a welcome reception. 
 

Day 2: Friday, December 6, 2024 San Antonio Your day begins 

with a fascinating tour of San Antonio with a local guide. History and 

culture abound with a visit to two UNESCO World Heritage sites. 

Visit the Mission San José, the second mission established by Fray 

Antonio Margil de Jesus in 1720. Then it’s on to visit one of 

America’s most historic sites, the Alamo, which played a critical role 

in the Texas Revolution. People worldwide continue to remember the 

Alamo as a heroic struggle against impossible odds – a place where 

men made the ultimate sacrifice for freedom. Next, browse for one-

of-a-kind goods at El Mercado, the Mexican Marketplace. This 

afternoon, get acquainted with the River Walk or spend more time 

exploring the Alamo at your leisure. This evening, enjoy the local 

flavors of Texas during dinner in the King William Historic District 

at a restored convent. (B, D) 
 

Day 3: Saturday, December 7, 2024 San Antonio - 

Fredericksburg - San Antonio Journey to the heart of the rural Hill 

Country and the German settlement of Fredericksburg for a visit to 

the National Museum of the Pacific War, dedicated to teaching and 

preserving this chapter of U.S. history. The old-time Southwest will 

surround you as you take time to independently explore the quaint 

shops. Enjoy the evening at leisure to explore San Antonio’s beautiful 

River Walk, or venture further afield with your included Uber 

voucher. (B) 
 

Day 4: Sunday, December 8, 2024 San Antonio This morning, it’s 

your choice! Visit the South Texas Heritage Center at the Witte 

Museum, an interactive museum dedicated to sharing the stories of 

San Antonio’s people and the land that has shaped their lives -OR- 

explore the 33-acre grounds of the San Antonio Botanical Gardens 

with expansive rose gardens, conservatory with tropical vegetation, 

and the Texas Native Trail showcasing ecosystems from the diverse 

regions of the state. Next, explore the historic Pearl District, a 

revitalized, cultural hub full of unique eateries and shops. The rest of 

the afternoon is at leisure. This evening, enjoy a farewell dinner with 

your travel companions at a local restaurant. After dinner, you’ll be 

surrounded by holiday cheer during a riverboat ride on the Paseo del 

Rio. Gaze up at the towering cypress trees adorned with millions of 

twinkling lights as the narrated cruise takes you along the San 

Antonio River Walk. (B, D) 
 

Day 5: Monday, December 9, 2024 San Antonio - Tour Ends San 

Antonio’s natural beauty, history, cuisine, people, and music create

IDENTIFICATION 
Travel within USA  
For travel completed by May 6, 2025, all airlines will ask for identification when you 
check in. It is recommended that you carry a passport if you have one. A driver's 
license (with a photo I.D.) is also acceptable for domestic flights. 
Effective for travel May 7, 2025 forward, the REAL ID Act standards for identification 
while travelling will be in effect. This means a standard issued driver’s license used as 
a form of identification will no longer be accepted for domestic air travel within the 
United States. Instead, a Real ID compliant form of identification must be presented 
both at the time of booking air travel with Collette and upon checking in at the airport 
to board any flight. Any fees associated with changing a reservation resulting from a 
non-compliant identification will be the responsibility of the guest. For more 
information on Real ID, please visit the Department of Homeland Security website:

The order of events is subject to change due to holiday schedules. 
 

To complete your tour, we include roundtrip airport-to-hotel transfers when purchasing 
our airfare with your tour. If you have arranged for your own air, we are pleased to 
provide you the option of purchasing these transfers. Please note that all transfers will 
leave at pre-scheduled times. 
 

Single accommodations are limited and are available on a first come, first served 
basis. 
 

As an added feature on this program, each guest will receive an Uber e-voucher 
(valued for $20 US Dollars) to use when you want, while on this tour. 
 

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 2. This means you like a balanced 
approach to travel. Walking two to three miles over the course of a day is no problem 
for you. You can partake in a two-hour leisurely walking tour, covering up to two miles 
(with included breaks). You can handle a variety of terrains, from cobblestone streets 

to moderate hills with relative ease and without assistance. You can climb two flights 
of stairs with ease. There may be 1 to 2 days on this tour when walking tours can 
cover 3 to 4 miles over uneven terrain. Expect some full days balanced with free time 
to recharge or set out on your own adventure. You can handle altitudes up to 6,000 
feet. While this level is appropriate for travelers that require mobility assistance 
devices, there could be times when you may have to sit out on some of the included 
activities. 
 

If you require any special assistance while on tour, please make us aware at time of 
reservation so the necessary request form can be sent to your attention. 
 

Please be advised many airlines do not provide advance seat assignments until 
check-in at the airport. Advance seating will be subject to the airline's terms and 
conditions. 
 

For air-inclusive reservations, the name provided at time of booking must match your 
government-issued ID that will be used during travel. Name changes are subject to 
penalties. 
 

Economy air rate and schedule are applicable for groups of 10 or more traveling on 
the same flights and dates. 
 

A deposit of $698 per person is due upon reservation.   Reservations are made 
on a first come, first served basis. Reservations made after the deposit due 
date of May 29, 2024 are based upon availability. Final payment due by October
